Percussion - Rudiments are based on NJ All State Band audition requirements (www.njmea.org)
Senior High Strings - (reminder: slurred scales are 4 to a bow, not two) (M.M. Quarter Note = 100)
Violin - 4#’s thru 4 b’s & C - 3 octaves
Viola, Cello - G,A,Ab,Bb - 2 (3 octaves if possible) / C,D,E,Eb,F - 3 octaves
Bass - C,D,Eb - 1 octave (2 octaves if possible) / E,F,G,Ab,A,Bb - 2 octaves
Middle School Strings - (reminder: slurred scales are 2 to a bow) (M.M. Quarter Note = 100)
Violin - G,Ab,A,Bb,C - 3 octaves / D,Eb,E,F - 2 octaves (3 octaves if possible)
Viola, Cello - 4#’s thru 4b’s & C - 2 octaves (3 octaves if possible)
Bass - 4#’s thru 4 b’s & C - 1 octave minimum.
